Stampin' Up! Demonstrator Frequently Asked Questions 
 
Q: What are the minimum sales requirements? 
 
A: You only have to submit $300 in sales per quarter. That is less than an average Stampin' Up! Workshop! You may do this as direct orders or workshop orders 
 
Q: What if I only want to do this as a hobby. Do I still have to have workshops?  
 
A: Absolutely not!! Stampin' Up! supports the hobby demonstrator just as well as the career demonstrator. We are able to generate sales through personal orders, customer direct orders, classes, workshops, fundraisers and more. There are many possibilities and opportunities.  
 
Q: Can I be my own Hostess? 
 
A: Yes, you can be your own Hostess anytime you want. You can invite your family & friends into your own home and have a workshop. You would be the Hostess, receiving the Hostess benefits, & you would also be the demonstrator receiving your instant income & commission. 
 
Q: How much does it cost to get started as a Demonstrator? 
 
A: The Standard Starter Kit is only $199 plus tax. There is an optional Memories Kit add on for $50.  
 
Q: What if I decide that I don't like it once I've started. Will I be penalized if I quit or is there a certain time frame I have to be a demonstrator. 
 
A: You can stop anytime you choose. You simply just stop putting in your minimum sales. But I guarantee you once you get started you won't want to stop!!  Also SU! has a guaranteed buy back policy of all unused materials within the first 12 months.  
 
Q: What kind of incentives can I earn as a Stampin' Up! Demonstrator? 
 
A: Stampin’ Up! offers so many benefits and incentives to demonstrators.. here are a few: 

* In your first 3-4 months you have the opportunity to earn 4 FREE sets from the current catalog through a program called Stampin’ Start.  
*30% Instant income on your first Hostess workshop if you place it within 45 days after signing up   
*All demonstrators have the chance every year to earn 10 of the new Hostess sets that will be in the new catalog.   
*Every year you are eligible to earn a FREE Stampin' Up! Cruise.  
*Great Rewards - You get to pick FREE items (Logo & product) each quarter depending on your sales. 
*Free mini catalogs sent to customers based on quarterly sales  
*Consistency award beginning in April 2006  
 
 
Q: Do people really make money at this? 
 
A: YES!! There are many demonstrators who make $100, $500, $1000, $5,000, $10,000, $15,000 and unbelievably even more month. Also, every year there are cash awards given at convention for group, individual & milestone accomplishments.

A: Yes, almost all of them!! Every year in July, Stampin' Up! has it's annual convention There are also Regional Seminars throughout the U.S. and Canada that are announced every year at convention.
